ing the Six-day war, when it
seized and occupied the
West Bank, Gaza and East
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Jerusalem (where it has been ever since), expelling 300,000 Palestini-
ans in the process.

The film glamourises ethnic cleansing. It attempts to romanticise the
occupation and to portray the perpetrators as the victims. Although
Meir held a Palestinian
passport that did not
stop her later declar-
ing: "There is no such
thing as the Palestinian
people. It is not as
though we came and
threw them out and
took their country. They
didn't exist."

People like Meir should be remembered as war criminals and illegal
settlers.
